Perfect for relaxing at work or at home, the Leaf table fulfills the 
needs of those who favor an essential design and a light presence in the space 
and is the ideal companion to the Leaf chair.Tables are available in two heights 
(50 and 74 cm - 19 5/8’’ and 29 1/8’’) in three top surfaces: round (diameter 79 
and 100 cm - 31 1/8’’ and 39 3/8’’), square (79 x 79 cm - 31 1/8’’ x 31 1/8’’) or 
triangular with rounded edges. Bases are available with 3- or 4-legs. All are 
fabricated in white, moka or green painted steel. A water-repellent HPL top is 
available in the gray only for all base options.
